
Fall Colors in the Boundary Waters—Sept 18 to 23, 2019.  Meet in Duluth, MN.  Six days 
and five nights canoeing in the Boundary Waters of northern Minnesota.  Two nights at the OB 
base camp, three nights in the Boundary Waters Canoe Area Wilderness.

Cost: $3500 (includes a tax-deductible contribution to OBUSA and facilitator school)

Early Winter Canoeing on the Rio Grande—Nov 6 to 11, 2019.  Meet in Lajitas, Texas.  Six 
days and five nights whitewater canoeing, and canyoneering on the Rio Grande river in the Big 
Bend National Park.  Camping under the stars each night.

Sailing from Hong Kong to Taiwan—Nov 11 to 17, 2019 (tentative).  Meet in Hong Kong, 
depart from Taiwan.  Seven days and six nights learning to sail the Spirit of Outward Bound 
Hong Kong, and transiting from Hong Kong to Taiwan.  The Spirit is a 67’ former around the 
world racing boat, converted for use as a floating classroom.

Desert and Mountain trekking in Oman—January 11 to 18, 2020.  Meet in Muscat, the 
capital city of Oman, known as the Switzerland of the middle east.  Eight days and seven nights 
exploring the mountains, and the sand dunes of Oman, with some cultural pieces added for 
your education. Two nights camping in the mountains, two nights camping on the dunes, and 
three nights in modest hotels.  During the “not too hot” season.
